Action for secure Housing

SPLASH was set up in 1988 when five housing
Estates came together to form a community
organisation. The development of Docklands had
lefgt South Poplar and Limehouse in its shadow.
While there were millions being poured into
Docklands, it seemed everyone%lad forgotten about
the surrounding area!

Our work is focused on Blackwall (part of
South Poplar) and Limehouse, covering
sections of LAPs 7 and 8 which are
described as Super Output Areas (high

deprivation levels) by Government.

SPLASH was formed firstly as a
campaigning group and later grew into a
community group involved in the social and
educational regeneration of the area.

Since 1988 SPLLASH volunteers, residents
and staft have worked with local people
ranging in age from infancy to over

90 years, covering projects as varied as
Language, Citizenship, Sewing, Smoking
Cessation, Study Support, Creative Play,

Youth Clubs, Cultural Celebrations Healthy
Living and Local History.

We cover all the school holiday periods and
work in the following: St Vincent’s, Will
Crooks, Birchfield, Cottage Street, Bazely
Street and Robin Hood Gardens; Holy
Family, Woolmore, Bygrove, Mayflower
and Cyril Jackson Schools, St Matthias
Community Centre; and The Workhouse

Leisure centre.
